WE WILL TOUR THE FOLLOWING LOCATIONS:

GOODWILL INDUSTRIES OF NORTHERN MICHIGAN,
TRAVERSE CITY

Goodwill is a 501(c)3 non-profit organization that strives to operate programs and
provide services to foster self-sufficiency—a hand up, not a hand out. Goodwill
Association of Michigan and Dell introduced RECONNECT Michigan several years ago
to provide a no cost recycling and reuse opportunity for Michigan consumers to
safely manage their unwanted computer equipment. This program continues at all
Michigan Goodwill locations including those in Traverse City, Cadillac and Gaylord.

RECONNECT Michigan uses the donations infrastructure of a nonprofit and the
experience and recycling resources of a technology company to offer a proactive,
community-based and environmentally-sound solution to computer disposal.
The partnership has several goals: 1) divert at least 3.3 million pounds of
computer equipment from disposal annually; 2) provide education to the public
about the importance of proper computer waste management; and 3) create job
opportunities throughout Michigan for individuals with disabilities and other
employment barriers.

ODOM REUSE CO., GRAWN

Odom RE-USE Co. is a company that focuses on waste reduction in the construction
industry. This tour will provide insight on how doors, cabinets, windows and
fixtures are removed from remodeling or demolition sites and re-sold to the
public in its retail warehouse. Odom also specializes in complete deconstruction
of small buildings to further its goals of waste reduction by obtaining previously
destroyed and landfilled framing lumber which is cleaned and resold as well.

GRAND TRAVERSE COMMONS, TRAVERSE CITY

This tour will focus on The Village at Grand Traverse Commons, where one of the
largest historic preservation and adaptive reuse redevelopments in the country
is underway. A new and innovative solution to urban sprawl, The Village is the
unique renovation of dozens of historic buildings formerly known as the Traverse
City State Hospital, and previously, the Northern Michigan Asylum. The creative
re-use of this significant site serves to protect historic legacies, diminish urban
sprawl, promote a pedestrian friendly atmosphere, and an unparalleled quality
of life in a vibrant living and working environment. The result is a new community
of residential, commercial, restaurant, and retail space.

THE GRAND TRAVERSE CONSERVATION DISTRICT,

BOARDMAN RIVER NATURE CENTER TRAVERSE CITY

We will visit the Grand Traverse Conservation District where several programs are
underway to provide conservation education and land management assistance.
The Boardman River Nature Center is a green building set to open in August.

The building has many environmentally-friendly features including insulated
concrete forms, or ICF. This product, called Eco-Block, is a “green” construction
option. The forms can be installed more quickly and easily than traditional
systems and the ICF minimize manufacturing and construction waste. They allow
building from the footings to the roofline, without the need for furring or insulation,
using one crew and one system. The Eco-Block system creates a high-perform-
ance thermal envelope that reduces energy consumption. It improves indoor air
quality, has recycled content, reduces noise, resists wind, has a fire-rated
assembly and does not support mold and mildew growth. This system is only
one of the many green aspects of the Nature Center building.

DIRECTIONS

FROM CHICAGO: Take 1-94 east through Indiana into

Michigan. Exit on L-196 (north of Benton Harbor/St. Joseph)
to Grand Rapids. Go north on US-13! until you reach M-72
in Kalkaska. Go west on M-72 approximately 15 miles to
Acme. Go south (left) on US-31 approximately 7 miles. Make
a slight right onto East Grandview Parkway/MI-37/US-31
South/MI-72 West. Turn left at the first light (Park Street);
the Park Place is just a block ahead.

FROM DETROIT: Take 1-75 north through Saginaw to

Grayling, exit 254. Go west on M-72 from the exit for
approximately 35 miles through Kalkaska to Acme. Go
south (left) on US-3L approximately 7 miles. Make a slight
right onto East Grandview Parkway/MI-37/US-3!1 South/MI-
72 West. Turn left at the first light (Park Street); the Park
Place is just a block ahead.

FROM LANSING: Take Us-127 north; merge onto I-75.

Proceed to exit 254 at Grayling. Go west on M-72 from the
exit for approximately 35 miles through Kalkaska to Acme.
Go south (left) on US-31 approximately 7 miles. Make a
slight right onto East Grandview Parkway/MI-37/US-31
South/MI-72 West. Turn left at the first light (Park Street);
the Park Place is just a block ahead.

FROM CHERRY CAPITAL AIRPORT: As you exit

the airport, turn right on South Airport Road. Proceed 2
miles; turn right on Cass Road. Take Cass north just over 1
mile to State Street; turn right on State to Park Street. Turn
right into the hotel.
